Stalking is one of the top ten risk factors for IP

homicide, increasing the risk by three times.

femicides are preceded by stalking in the year
before the attack.”

More than half of U.S. female homicide victims are
murdered by current or former intimate partners,
and more than half of those murdered by partners
are killed with a firearm.F

Having easy access to a firearm increases the risk

of IP homicide more than 11 times.F

homicide victims including children, other relatives,

48% of IP stalking victims say their abusive partner
threatened others with guns, compared to 30% of
intimate partner violence victims not stalked.™
Comparing IP stalking victims with gun-owning
abusers to IP stalking victims with abusers who did
not own a gun:'
o 67% vs. 51% believed the abuser extremely
capable of harming the victim or others.
o 48% vs. 35% experienced threats to people
close to the victim.
o They were 6 times as likely to experience
threats to shoot others close to the victim.
IP stalkers are more likely to assault third parties
than non-intimate partner stalkers.”
